Is there a second school placement? 

 

A placement in a different school is an opportunity for students to broaden their experience and 

develop as a professional. Ideally, all students will spend approximately 2-4 weeks in a different 

school. This requirement may not apply to students who have previous teaching experience in a 

different school prior to beginning the course.  

 

If it is not possible to arrange a second school placement, students will complete a one-week virtual 

school shadowing task including video observation and/or remote teaching.
